The Catholic Diocese of Cleveland have recently been made aware of the fact that people who live in Ohio and have Temporary Pro-
tective Status (TPS) may have the ability to get a green card if they have an immigrant visa immediately available. Many may not be 
aware of this, as this was a new development in the last few years.
