SEPTEMBER 8, 2018

For the first time we are opening a pre-K class for
three— and four-year-old youngsters. Other classes are for
grades K-1, 2-3, 4-6, 7-8. The registration forms are located
on the tables near each of the church entrances.

The same form is used for registering students for
the First Communion and Confirmation classes.
