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Mary becomes the mother of Jesus because she listens to the
word of God with love; she welcomes it into her own heart
and lives it faithfully...Saint Augustine therefore wrote that
“Mary... is blessed, because she heard the word of God
and kept it” (Sermon 72/A, 7). The meaning of Mary s life is
enshrined in her faithfulness to the Word she received from
God: the Word of life she received, carried in her womb and
gave to the world. (Pope Leo XIV, Homily 7/15/25)
